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HOW MANY VOLUNTEERS CAN A VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITY ACCOMODATE?

Our volunteer opportunities typically accommodate 5 - 30 volunteers. Certain volunteer
opportunities, such as cleanups, have the potential to accomodate more.

ARE THERE AGE RESTRICTIONS AROUND WHO CAN VOLUNTEER?

Volunteers under the age of 18 must volunteer with an adult. In the case of school or youth
groups, accommodation to the 1:1 ratio may be made.

WHEN DO YOU HOST GROUP VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES?

Our group volunteer opportunities generally take place in the spring, summer, and fall.
Depending on availability, we can schedule volunteer opportunities during or outside of the

work day.

WHAT SHOULD VOLUNTEERS BRING AND WEAR?
Volunteers are encouraged to dress for the occasion. Since most volunteer opportunities
take place outside, we also encourage volunteers to bring water and sun protection.
Volunteers will need to complete a Liability & Waiver form prior to volunteering. Aside from
that, any necessary tools/supplies will be provided by the Conservancy.
